The Epistle Reading - Sunday, October 28, 2018

My soul magnifies the Lord, and my spirit rejoices in God my
Savior. For he has regarded the humility of his servant.

The reading is from St. Paul’s letter to the Hebrews (9:1-7)

Brethren, the first covenant had regulations for worship and an
earthly sanctuary. For a tent was prepared, the outer one, in which
were the lamp stand and the table and the bread of the Presence; it
is called the Holy Place. Behind the second curtain stood a tent
called the Holy of Holies, having the golden altar of incense and the
ark of the covenant covered on all sides with gold, which contained
a golden urn holding the manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and
the tables of the covenant; above it were the cherubim of glory
overshadowing the mercy seat. Of these things we cannot now
speak in detail.

These preparations having thus been made, the priests go
continually into the outer tent, performing their ritual duties; but into
the second only the high priest goes, and he but once a year, and
not without taking blood which he offers for himself and for the
errors of the people.

The Gospel Lesson - Sunday, October 28, 2018
The Reading is from Luke 8:41-56

At that time, there came to Jesus a man named Jairus, who was a ruler of
the synagogue; and falling at Jesus' feet he besought him to come to his
house, for he had an only daughter, about twelve years of age, and she
was dying. As he went, the people pressed round him. And a woman who
had had a flow of blood for twelve years and had spent all her living upon
physicians and could not be healed by anyone, came up behind him, and
touched the fringe of his garment; and immediately her flow of blood
ceased. And Jesus said, "Who was it that touched me?" When all denied
it, Peter said, "Master, the multitudes surround you and press upon you!"
But Jesus said, "Someone touched me; for | perceive that power has gone
forth from me." And when the woman saw that she was not hidden, she
came trembling, and falling down before him declared in the presence of
all the people why she had touched him, and how she had been
immediately healed. And he said to her, "Daughter, your faith has made
you well; go in peace."” While he was still speaking, a man from the ruler's
house came and said, "Your daughter is dead; do not trouble the Teacher
anymore." But Jesus on hearing this answered him, "Do not fear; only
believe, and she shall be well." And when he came to the house, he
permitted no one to enter with him, except Peter and John and James,
and the father and mother of the child. And all were weeping and
bewailing her; but he said, "Do not weep; for she is not dead but sleeping.”
And they laughed at him, knowing that she was dead. But taking her by
the hand he called, saying, "Child, arise.” And her spirit returned, and she
got up at once; and he directed that something should be given her to eat.
And her parents were amazed; but he charged them to tell no one what
had happened.
